Top in taxing and top in

supporting non European wines ! Plus it is also possible we

are tops when it comes to consuming wines with unhealthy

doses of additives . Most of the New world wines being

consumed in Ireland are shipped in large volume &

chemically stabilised after long sea journeys before bottling

(mainly in the UK) . As a vine owner at least you have an

alternative . Owning your vines insures your wine comes

from the source containing only natural substances .

Here is the Calais info again just in case you didn’t get it ….

You can now collect your wine from “Le Chais” in Calais - a
storage facility used by UK wine clubs.

The costs are as follows:
Your wine                                      €1.70  
French TVA / vat 19.6 %                 €0.33
Transport to Calais                         €0.50 approx.

______________________
Total                                       €2.53 a bottle  = £2.20 stg.

The cost of storage in Calais is 4.50 euro per case of 12 
bottles . Your wine can be stored up to 1 year for this price. 
So your wine to Calais would be € 2.90 a bottle or £2.52 stg
approx.

Remember you have to pay 1 euro extra for wood aged 
wines. Please contact us directly if you wish to collect wine 
from Calais .
